Internet connection

It is highly recommended that this unit be used with a broadband Internet connection.

Your broadband DSL or cable modem can connect to back of the 3D-100 with a standard

network (ethernet) cable. If you have a wireless network the 3D-100 can conveniently

connect to your network with the addition of a USB wireless receiver (not included).

Antenna and Cable/Satellite box signals

The 3D-100 has a digital TV tuner that receives free Over-The-Air (OTA) digital and high

definition television broadcasting.  To tune to OTA television the 3D-100 must be

connected to an antenna.

Nearly all TV stations are already broadcasting in Digital (or DT) and HD format.  WTTW

in Chicago, for instance, already has 4 DT channels. (Channels 11-1, 11-2, 11-3 and 11-4).

There are many more channels in DT than there are in the old, analog format. You can

check for OTA digital television stations in your area at:

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Antenna and Cable/Satellite box signals – continued

Any TV antenna that works with your new HDTV or that worked with your old analog TV

will also work with the 3D-100.  You may wish to have your antenna connected to both

your HDTV as well as the 3D-100.  This can be easily done with an RF “splitter” and two

extra lengths (2 to 3 feet) of coaxial cable.

If you do not have an antenna one can be easily purchased from most consumer electronics

stores.  Check  http://www.hdtvinfoport.com/TV-Antenna.html for the type of antenna

needed in your town or city.

You can also watch and record TV from your cable or satellite box with the 3D-100. Wide

format programs from your cable/satellite box will be converted to standard (4:3) format.

To watch television brought in by your satellite or cable box it is recommended that you

use either the S-Video or Composite video output of your cable/satellite box.

Alternatively, a coaxial connector marked “To TV” or “RF OUT” at the receiver box may

be connected to the 3D-100 with a coaxial cable.

Antenna

Your antenna is connected to the input

side of the splitter as shown. Connect a

coax cable to each of the splitter’s

outputs.

A RF splitter and coax patch cables are

recommended for feeding your antenna

signal to your TV and 3D-100.
